Digging for Gold in the letters of Paul
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The Office of Faith Development was pleased to offer 8 sessions on the teachings of St. Paul to mark the Jubilee Year to the Apostle Paul (June 2008 to June 2009) decreed by Pope Benedict XVI to commemorate the bi-millennium of the birth of St. Paul.  These sessions were facilitated by Rev. Hugh Farquhar, Atlantic School of Theology, and focused on 8 aspects of Paul’s teachings found in his letters: who Christ was; the cross; the Church; the Holy Spirit; Christian life; spirituality; faith; life beyond death.  The first four sessions took place in November, concluding with the onset of Advent; the final four in February, concluding with the onset of Lent.  Hugh did a remarkable job of delving into the Pauline letters, and left all who attended with a deeper understanding of Paul and the message contained in his letters – a message which Hugh insists is still relevant today: “Keep alert, stand firm in your faith, be courageous, be strong.  Let all that you do be done in love.” (1 Corinthians 16: 13-14)
