Diocesan Celebration of the Rite of Election 
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The Rite of Election, the diocesan celebration from the Rite of Christian Initiation of Adults, took place on the First Sunday of Lent as it always does, this year at Immaculate Heart of Mary Church, Riverview on Sunday, March 1st. This rite closes the period of the Catechumenate and marks the beginning of the final, intense period of preparation for those adults and children of catechetical age who are preparing for initiation at the Easter Vigil.  Based on the testimony of their godparents and catechists, and the reaffirmation of the catechumens, the Church judges these catechumens to be ready to receive the sacraments of initiation at her next major celebration. “This step is called election because the acceptance made by the Church is founded on the election by God, in whose name the Church acts.” [image: image2.jpg]
